Please stand for the next two sections in honor of Jesus’ crucifixion and death. 
 

 So they took Jesus, 17and he went out, bearing his own cross, to the place called the place 

of a skull, which in Aramaic is called Golgotha. 18There they crucified him, and with him two 

others, one on either side, and Jesus between them. 19Pilate also wrote an inscription and put it on 

the cross. It read, “Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” 20Many of the Jews read this 

inscription, for the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city, and it was written in Aramaic, 

in Latin, and in Greek. 21So the chief priests of the Jews said to Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King of 

the Jews,’ but rather, ‘This man said, I am King of the Jews.’”22Pilate answered, “What I have 

written I have written.”

25Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, 

and Mary Magdalene. 26When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he loved standing 

nearby, he said to his mother, “Woman, behold, your son!”27Then he said to the disciple, “Behold, 

your mother!” And from that hour the disciple took her to his own home. 28After this, Jesus, 

knowing that all was now finished, said (to fulfill the Scripture), “I thirst.”29A jar full of sour wine 

stood there, so they put a sponge full of the sour wine on a hyssop branch and held it to his mouth.

39Nicodemus also, who earlier had come to Jesus by night, came bringing a mixture of myrrh and 

aloes, about seventy-five pounds in weight. 40So they took the body of Jesus and bound it in linen 

cloths with the spices, as is the burial custom of the Jews. 41Now in the place where he was crucified 

there was a garden, and in the garden a new tomb in which no one had yet been laid. 42So because of 

the Jewish day of Preparation, since the tomb was close at hand, they laid Jesus there.
